· AHS has notified 53 people who it says have been exposed to a confirmed case of TB at a school.

· WHO lists Vaccination hesitation as one of the top 10 threats to global health. 

· PHAC- if vaccine coverage drops below 95% in a community, the risk of infection rises. The current national level of coverage is 89%. Growing Anti-vax movement has global ramifications.

· Chief Public Health Officer Dr. Theresa Tam states that big social media companies including Facebook, YouTube & Pinterest are taking some responsibility for stopping the spread of anti-vaccination misinformation on their platforms.

· 15 cases of measles reported in BC- 10 are related to the school outbreak.

· European measles cases highest in a decade-WHO reports

· The Philippines Department of Health declared a measles outbreak in Luzon Island, with 196 cases reported on Feb 7th. 

· WHO-Measles epidemic in Madagascar since Sept has caused  68,000 cases of the disease & 900 deaths. Immunization rate estimated to be less than 60%. 

· The NICU at the IWK Health Centre in Halifax may have set a record. They celebrate a year and a week without having a case of central line-associated bloodstream infection. Staff have been ramping up efforts to wear sterile barriers such as masks and gloves. They are using antiseptics and they've signed up for a program called Solutions for Patient Safety. It's a network of children's hospitals in North America that shares best practices.
· Hand hygiene compliance among EMS providers (in Australia, Denmark, Finland & Sweden) is remarkably low with a 3% compliance before patient contact & 2% before clean/aseptic procedures.
