14. Surveillance / Applied Epidemiology Interest Group- Jennifer Happe/Kris C- Jennifer reported-  LTC National Point Prevalence Study in 2019. Prevalence surveys are a useful mechanism to provide valuable data about antimicrobial prescribing and the burden of infection with AROs from a cross-sectional perspective.  However, there is limited knowledge about the prevalence of antimicrobial resistance (AMR) and antimicrobial use (AMU) in LTCFs. A point prevalence survey in Canadian LTCFs was piloted by the Public Health Agency of Canada in 2017, in partnership with IPAC Canada.  Although a relatively small number of facilities participated, the study provided preliminary information on AMR and AMU in LTCFs and demonstrated the feasibility of carrying out the survey in the LTC setting. A working group is actively preparing for protocol and data collection tools for a 2019 point prevalence study, the aim is to expand participation to include a broader range of institutions from all regions across Canada – including Alberta.
