Environmental Hygiene Interest group: Gord P /Brenda M/ Michelle P/Tony A- For the education lectures January 2018: Jim Gauthier MLT CIC presented on “Once a Day Is Not Enough” with respect to EVS/Housekeeping once a day cleaning and cleaning/disinfection into patient care areas.  Using an equation, the average number of times a bedrail is touched in the patient care space is 256 times (in 15 hours).  Point of care wipes at the clinical would help and he has created the 6 Moments for Environmental Disinfection:
1. Before placing a food tray on an overbed table.

2. After any procedure involving feces or respiratory secretions within the patient bed space.

3. Before/After any aseptic procedure

4. After any patient bathing 

5. After assistance with productive cough or vomiting

6. Any time surfaces appear visibly soiled

The wipes must be safe…chemistry requiring minimal or no PPE and potentially involve instruction education for family, visitors and perhaps the patient.

Barry Hunt, Chair IPAC EHIG presented slides on “Frequency Matters” and he elaborated on the work Vancouver General Hospital has implemented in the High Risk Bone Marrow Transplant ICU’s.  Interventional environmental modalities include copper nickel alloy surfaces and devices (toilet seat, grab bars, faucet handles, and overbed table surface) as the copper surface can provide a log reduction of bacteria over time.  Manual/cleaning disinfection is still required, but these modes provide a level or ongoing disinfection.  UVC lights fixed within the bathrooms can provide a much higher level of Log reduction and are only “on” when the bathroom is vacant.  Ozonated water sinks can also show bacteria reduction within the patient care space. For the education lectures March 2018: Barley Chironda CIC presented on change management and the intricacies on now effective change (on average) takes 17 years to implement!  Engagement with multi-discipline teams is essential to decrease the change management timeframe. Annette MacKinnon and Barry Hunt delivered the second lecture on encouraging patient engagement into environmental hygiene.

14. Surveillance / Applied Epidemiology Interest Group- Jennifer Happe/Kris C-January meeting did not proceed because of technical difficulties with Adobe Connect. The speaker will present later in February on the Canadian Field Epidemiology Program. Two volunteers from SAEIG will sit as representatives for IPAC on CNISP subcommittees. Specifically, Dr. Guanghong Han will sit on the CDI group and Debora Giese will sit on the CAUTI/UTI group. The LTC infection definitions (recall joint project between SAEIG and LTCIG) are being shared with provincial leadership. Presented to Alberta Health this month for endorsement. If endorsed, will be promoted by AHS Surveillance Team for local data collection of specific infections in LTC when warranted or for special projects. On a national level, CPSI offered the services of its Government Relations staff to assist with developing communication and uptake of both the IPAC LTC definitions and CNISP acute care definitions for national consistency. There will be no interest group meetings held at the 2018 Conference in Banff because “too many of our leaders are attending Strategic Planning meetings at the same time as what is usually Interest Group Day.
